STORAGE TRADING CONDITIONS

1.
This contract shall be deemed to have been entered into in the office of the Contractor at Well House Farm, Well, Long Sutton, Basingstoke, Hampshire, and will be construed and governed by the law of England.

2.
CUSTOMERS RESPONSIBILITIES


The Customer declares that the property handed to the Contractor is either his own unencumbered property or that he has full and absolute authority of all persons owning or interested in the property to enter into the contract and agrees to indemnify the Contractor against any claims charges costs and demands made against him.


It is the responsibility of the Customer:

           (a)
Not to submit for removal packing unpacking or warehousing any dangerous damaging or explosive article that contravenes the law, or for warehousing any article or substance likely to encourage vermin or other pests, or likely to cause infection.  The Contractor may at his discretion remove sell destroy or otherwise dispose of any such article or substance and will advise the Customer of any such action.

           (b)
To provide an address (the Registered Address) to which all communications are to be directed and shall notify any change in such address.  All notices and communications shall be deemed to have been duly served and received fourteen days after posting if sent by post to the Registered Address or if there is no Registered Address, by publication in a public newspaper circulating in the areas to and from which the goods were removed.
            (c)
The customer shall insure, at his own cost, the deposited property to the full market value against destruction or damage by fire and other risks and at the request of the Contractor shall provide proof of such insurance within seven days


The Customer warrants that the description and particulars of any consignment furnished by or on behalf of the Customer are accurate.

3.
PAYMENT


Storage charges are payable three monthly in advance whether formally demanded or not and may be increased from time to time by at least 28 days prior notice to the Customer.  When goods are removed from the warehouse, storage charges in respect of any unexpired period will be credited to the Customers account and any balance on the account due to the Customer at the end of the contract will be refunded.
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4.
LIEN AND POWER OF SALE


The Contractor shall have a general lien upon all goods in his possession for all monies due to him from the Customer or liabilities incurred by him and monies paid on behalf of the Customer and if part of the goods shall have been delivered, removed, dispatched or sold the general lien shall apply in respect of such goods as remain in the Contractors possession.  The Contractor shall be entitled to charge a warehouse rent and all other expenses during which a lien on the goods is being asserted and all those conditions shall continue to apply thereto.


When payments due for storage are in arrears the Contractor may at any time upon giving 28 days notice in writing to the Customer require the Customer to remove all goods within the Contractor’s care custody or control and to pay all monies then due to the Contractor.  In the event of the Customer failing to remove the goods, the Contractor shall have the power to sell or otherwise dispose of the whole or part of the goods without further notice and apply the proceeds of sale towards payments of all sums due to the Contractor and any expenses incurred by reason of the sale or disposal.  Any surplus will be paid over to the Customer without interest.

5.
AUTHORITY


Unless confirmed in writing by the Contractor personally, no agent or person shall have any authority to alter or qualify in any way these or the following terms and conditions.
6.
INVENTORY


Where an inventory or receipt for the goods is provided it shall be final and conclusive between the Contractor and the Customer except as to any items specifically pointed out in writing within fourteen days of arrival of goods into store or from the date the inventory was prepared.  No claim shall be made in respect of any items not described in the inventory or receipt.

7.
EXLUSION OF CONTRACTORS LIABILITY

The Contractor shall be under no obligation to insure deposited property against destruction or damage by storm, flood, fire, explosion or other risks.

8.
PACKING AND CARRIAGE


Warehousing charges do not include the cost of packing any article or the carriage thereof to or from the warehouse.

9.
TERMINATION BY THE CONTRACTOR


Provided payments due are not in arrears the Contractor shall not terminate the Contract except by giving three complete calendar months notice.


The Contractor shall be relieved of the contractual obligation to the extent that their performance is prevented by, or their non performance is the direct or indirect consequence of the act, neglect or default of the Customer, or by storm, fire, flood, or other cause beyond the reasonable control of the Contractor.
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10.
TERMINATION BY THE CUSTOMER


The customer shall give at least fourteen clear working days notice in writing to the Contractor, but if the Contractor should be able to agree to release the goods earlier, then charges for storage may be payable to the date when the notice would have expired.

Should the Customer elect to make his own arrangements for collecting his goods in store the Contractor is entitled to make a charge for unstowing and handing over the goods.
